I live in the same
settlement as the Ortiz’s, and have been friends with this amazing family
for years. My heart is pained over this tragedy and | pray for a “refuah shelama,” (a full
recovery) for Ami; and also for justice to be carried out for the Ortiz family.

Now, Light and Mercy is facing two crucial challenges. With Passover coming soon, we need
finances to help provide needy families, wounded soldiers and terror victims with the exiras
needed to celebrate the Passover Seder.
